Executive Summary 
 

Vigilant Canine Services International, LLC (VCSi) is a Nevada, USA headquartered company, 

with operations in the United States, Afghanistan, South Africa, Iraq and the Philippines 

providing canine solutions in complex detection, protection and security environments.  VCSi 

management has extensive relevant experience providing canine protective services throughout 

the international Theater of Operations.   

 

VCSi is US Veteran owned (U.S.M.C.) The majority of our management staff is made up of 

previous and current Police Professionals and US DoD contractors; all our overseas expatriate 

staff has had/currently have DoD contractor CAC cards and ISAF ID cards. 

 

VCSi is committed to providing responsive and responsible canine services throughout the 

world.  VCSi teams have logged thousands of hours working in support of military, security and 

international reconstruction efforts in some of the most dangerous environments in the world.   

Through a comprehensive quality model, VCSi is able to provide a consistent and reliable level 

of performance to its clients.  

 

As an established and experienced provider of Canine Services, VCSi has learned some valuable 

lessons that serve our clients well. In particular, we have built a foundation that allows us to be 

self sufficient with regards to acquiring both trained handlers and effective working dogs. We are 

able to breed the dogs ourselves, socialize them in a mission specific, and highly effective way, 

train them and deploy them using only resources internal to our company. We accomplish this by 

leveraging our substantial investment in three geographically dispersed facilities; the Breeding 

and Socialization Center in South Africa, the Training Academy in Manila, Philippines, and the 

Regional Canine Training Center in Kabul, Afghanistan, all owned and operated by VCSi.  

 

The Breeding Center, South Africa 

(BCSA): VCSi has a large (250 kennel) 

breeding facility 30 minutes north of 

Pretoria, South Africa.  We have developed 

a breeding and socialization program that 

develops more stable and consistent 

character in the green dogs that later become 

working dog candidates used internally by 

VCSi.  

 

This established breeding facility has the 

capacity to provide our company with a 

steady and reliable supply of both green 

dogs, and working dogs. This eliminates the vagaries and uncertainties associated with buying 

green dogs on the open market. VCSi is unique in that we have the ability to provide a 

substantial portion of our working dog population from within the company.  

VCSi Breeding Facility 

South Africa 
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The Training Academy, Manila (TAM): VCSi recently added substantial training capacity in 

and around Manila, Philippines. Through the acquisition of a local training company, as well as a 

partnership with another, VCSi controls a substantial pipeline of qualified, military and police 

trained handlers, along with a supply of both green dogs, and trained dogs. This allows us to 

have an ample supply of trained handlers and teams in stand-by mode, staged for rapid 

deployment. We are able to certify their training and maintain proficiency so that qualified teams 

can be deployed with very short notice.  

 

The Regional Canine Training Center (RCTC): 
VCSi has established a state-of-the-art Regional 

Canine Training Center (RCTC) in Kabul, 

Afghanistan, the largest of its kind in the region.  

VCSi’s RCTC has the ability to house up to 100 

working dogs and numerous staff members.   

 

From our RCTC/Kennels in Kabul, Afghanistan, 

VCSi continually trains and has available certified 

and validated dogs and canine services teams 

available for deployment with very little notice.  In 

practice, VCSi maintains the regional resources 

and available capacity to replace a dog or handler 

within 24 hours, or to provide additional teams and 

resources on this contract or others when necessary. 

 

Our location in the Kabul area demonstrates that we have established a base of operation with 

Asia and the Middle East. This allows us to train dogs, handlers, and team very near to where 

they will be deployed. This allows both dog and handler to acclimate and quickly work at peak 

performance.  

 

It will be evident from our past performance and our prior experience that we are familiar with 

operations anywhere in the world where our services are required. The combination of these 

three factors, the BCSA, TAM, and the RCTC allow VCSi to provide ongoing operational and 

additional resources support for years to come.  Our global approach to quality means that VCSi 

is the industry leader in canine services.  

 

We have developed a strict training curriculum that uses as a reference standards established by 

the United States Army, Working Dog Regulation 190-12, the North American Police Work Dog 

Association (NAPWADA), California P.O.S.T. Guidelines for Police Canine Services and the 

Scientific Working Group on Dog and Orthogonal Detector Guidelines (SWGDOG). While these 

organizations neither endorse nor have any interest in VCSi, they provide a wealth of viewpoints 

and specialized expertise that we leverage in our training curriculum and quality standards.  

 

VCSi employs only seasoned and experienced trainer’s that are committed to providing the most 

up-to-date and comprehensive training program available in the industry.

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Buck Dikes, the Chief Executive Officer, first went to Iraq in March of 2005 as an explosive 

detector dog handler for Canine Associates International (CAI).  CAI had been contracted by the 

U.S. Military to provide canine support for many military locations throughout Iraq and 

Afghanistan.   

 

Buck arrived in Afghanistan in May of 2006 and was responsible for managing all canine 

services for CAI, which included a large U.S. Military contract in southern Afghanistan. 

 

In February 2007, Buck started his own Canine Services Company, known today as Vigilant 

Canine Services International, LLC (VCSi). 

 

The information referenced and summarized in this statement: (i) verify the breadth of VCSi’s 

experience and its ability to meet the requirements of the Contract Statement of Work (SOW);

VCSi personnel have been responsible for identification and 

confiscation of explosives, explosive making materials, weapons, narcotics and other contraband 

on numerous occasions.

COMPANY CAPABILITIES 

 

Explosive/Narcotics/Cadaver Detection Dog Operations 

 

VCSi will provide canine teams for Entry Control Point Security, Explosive Detection, Narcotic 

Detection and Quick Response Force (QRF) services, or the services as outlined in the Scope of 

Work.  These teams will be available twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. 

 

VCSi believes in the development of local and indigenous personnel of host countries, while 

working abroad, therefore all of our expertise and knowledge can be implemented as fully 

comprehensive training programs for capacity building and empowering through continuation 

training, monitoring and the provision of executive as well as non-executive management and 

supervision. 

 

VCSi will meet the following requirements: 

 

Training Standards:  All VCSi teams are subject to rigid training standards developed in 

accordance with U.S. Army Regulation 190-12.  Our training standards are the cornerstone of the 

success we have achieved as an organization.  The VCSi Quality Control Manager in 

coordination with VCSi Field Trainers and VCSi Field Supervisors are responsible for execution 

and over-site of all facets of VCSi canine training to include the VCSi EDD/NDD/HRD 

Certification Plan and VCSi EDD/NDD/HRD Validation Plan.  These plans outline VCSI’s 

policies for initial certification, recurring training, periodic validation, and handling training 

deficiencies.  All canine training is documented and maintained in individualized training 

folders. 

 

VCSi personnel also have extensive experience managing the extreme weather conditions in the 

Middle East; Iraq and Afghanistan in particular. Likewise, VCSi dogs are trained to develop 

endurance in these conditions.  VCSi handlers often work in tandem to ensure more productive 

search time. This allows each dog sufficient recovery time throughout the day.  Other tools such 

as “cool packs” are utilized to help our animals control internal body temperature which permits 

longer working hours without degrading performance or risking the health of the dogs.  

 

Immunization and licenses:  All VCSi teams will receive immunizations and licenses as 

necessary. 
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Handler Qualifications:  Handlers will be at least 21 years of age and meet strict qualifications.  

All handlers are required to provide copies of official documents and certifications outlining 

experience and training prior to being offered an employment contract with VCSi.    

 

Deliverables:  VCSi managers will be available for monthly meetings with contracting 

management staff.  In addition, VCSi will provide updates and incident reports as required. 

 

Veterinary Support:  VCSi will be responsible for all veterinary support when a military 

veterinarian is not available.   

 

Quality Control Overview 

 

VCSi has developed a quality control program that insures all services are performed in 

accordance with existing SOW requirements.  Key components of the present Quality Control 

Program are: 

 

1) Each team is required to maintain monthly Canine Training/Utilization Records.  This 

document provides a record of posts work, hours worked, operational success, 

operational issues, training conducted, training issues.  Each team is required to turn in a 

completed and signed record each month. 

2) Monthly Training records are maintained by the Quality Control Manager in an 

individualized Training Folder.  The QC Manager reviews each record monthly to ensure 

training and operational standards are being met. 

3) The QC Manager is also responsible to complete Quarterly Summaries on each team to 

ensure training standards are being met.  Teams with sub-standard performance are 

entered into a remedial training program. 

4) Field Supervisors require handlers to complete After Action Reports, COR Reports, and 

Trip Reports as necessary.  Events that require additional attention will generate a Serious 

Incident Report.   

5) The VCSi Operations Manager provides customers with Summary Reports that provide a 

recap of information such as schedules, roster, and search results. 
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VCSi Certification Policy 

 

Purpose: 

 

To provide a guideline of minimum certification standards for VCSi Teams. Specifically, this 

policy will prescribe the tasks to be completed and the methodology used to evaluate the 

proficiency of the Canine Teams prior to duty assignment. 

 

Initial Training: 

 

VCSi handlers are paired with a proficient/certified dog after arriving in country, at which time 

the Handler/canine team will receive no less than 40 hours of formal training as a team. 

 

Team Validation: 

 

All teams must pass validation testing after successful completion of initial training. The Trainer 

will coordinate testing with the Country Director of Canine Services.  Teams must also recertify 

anytime a handler is assigned a new working dog. 

 

 

Test Procedures. 

 

¶ The explosive odors used for the test will be those outlined in AR 190-12 

¶ The number of trials will be a minimum of 20 for the EDD and NDD and each odor will 

be used at least 2 times during the test. 

¶ The minimum standard to pass certification will be 95% for EDD’s and 90% for NDD’s 

regardless of the number of aids used. 

¶ The teams failing to locate the required percentage of aids used will be assigned a 

remedial training program.  On completion of the remedial training program the 

respective team will be retested.  If the team fails the second certification the handler will 

be released from employment as a detector dog handler. 

¶ Aids will be distributed in at least 5 different areas over a 2 day period. On search activity 

will be a blank with no hides emplaced. 

¶ Certification results will be recorded on VCSi form 04-03 and the original filed in the 

handler’s personnel folder signed by both the handler and kennel master. 

¶ The certification will be valid for 1 year from the time of issue.
